Equity Homes has been dissolved.  Bond release status remains a question, for roads, curbs, and trees.  Alex and Cathy have identified a contact person with Fairfax County and a list of items to be finalized by the county before Bond is released.  Cathy to re-make contact to find out the status on the bond release.

Update 10/5/09 – Cathy provided the following update on her meeting with Mark Wells: 

· all the dead tree will be changed
· a tree will be provided to the houses which doesn’t have a tree in front
· all the breaks in concretes (in the walking paths in front of homes) will be fixed
· there is a sewage line on our community entrance (from lee highway)
· the “estates of Fairfax” sign should be placed 25 feet away from the light pole
Update 3/7/2011 – Cathy confirmed with Mark Wells that the initial package has been resubmitted to VDOT (first one was lost). Second package is ready to go as soon as first package is approved. Once the second package is approved, fees are paid to VDOT which go into the VDOT funds and they will pick up responsibility for maintenance of roads. Fairfax County will only do landscape inspection within a certain number of days of final approval so this will occur later. 
Update 9/12/12 – Cathy reconfirmed that Bond Release is anticipated around the close of the year, to be determined by the county pursuant to resolution of issues such as storm drainage and final removal of dead trees.

	Discussion on Hanley Shelter new construction plans
Update 4/15/13 – Cathy provided the update of the Hanley Shelter meeting she attended.  The property on which the family shelter resides is owned by Fairfax County Government. They were required to submit a 2232 application for building on the property which they did many years ago and which was approved. Early plans had the existing shelter and two three-unit buildings, with the two new buildings originally planned to be along Rt 29 on the other side of the shelter. The updated plan was approved in 2006, so the two additional buildings and their current location have been approved since 2006.  The infrastructure (gas, electric, water, etc) is already in the ground for the houses. It was done when the shelter was built. 

The two, three-unit buildings are considered permanent supportive housing. Unlike the shelter, these units will house families in need for the long-term. Average stay will be several years, and expected family will be single mothers with 2-3 kids. Families may come out of the shelter into this housing. There will be no patios or decks or anything on the backside of these homes.

They believe they are on track and will start construction in late summer 2013. They expect 3-4 months of external structure construction, and then internal work.
